Installing Drupal 7 on Sql Server (CTP)
Fair warning: this release has not received the amount of tests you’ll find in the final versions of Drupal 7. I would advise you to only install on test machines, as this version is not production-ready.
What the installation does
· Clean-up by dropping any previous installation of Drupal for SQL Server you might have,
· Create a new database,
· Copy the Drupal 7 installation files in c:\inetpub\wwwroot\drupal and sets permissions,
· Launches http://localhost/drupal/install.php in your default browser.
Prerequisites
This package should work on Windows XP SP3 (pro or better, you need IIS), and has been tested against French and English OSes.
You should have already installed the following:
· IIS
· FastCGI
· Sql Server Express
· PHP with wincache and pdo for sql server
You can install those by following the instructions on http://www.microsoft.com/web/drupal
Automated installation 
Unzip the CTP package to your system hard drive, then launch DeployDrupalOnSqlServer.exe
Manual installation
The steps to install Drupal 7 on Sql Server are:
1/ Create a web site and make sure you know what account is used to impersonate anon users
2/ Create a blank database and give access rights to that account
3/ Copy the content of the drupal folder to the new web site, and make sure the same account has write permissions to the sites/default subdirectory.
4/ Add php_wincache.dll and php_pdo_sqlsrv.dll to the ext directory of your php installation
5/ edit PHP.ini, move to the end of the file, and add:
Extension=php_wincache.dll
Extension=php_pdo_sqlsrv.dll
6/Access the new website (http://localhost/drupal/install.php) and let drupal handle the end of the installation process.

Caveats
This package won’t work with Sql Server 2005, you need 2008 or later
The installer might not work on a non-english OSes (due to differences in account naming). Refer to the manual installation steps for that.
Common problems
The most common installation problems are :
0/ You get an error message unrelated to Sql Server authentication when browsing http://localhost/drupal/install.php
Make sure you unzipped the package on the system drive, not on an external hard drive or usb key. Make sure you did unzip, running the installation script from the zip file won’t get you anywhere.
1/ You don’t have the right version of PHP binaries
The package has been tested against PHP 5.3.2 NTS VC9.
2/ The installation script did not register the php_pdo_sqlsrv in php.ini
Do a phpInfo() and check the location of your php.ini file. In that file, check that the extension path points to the correct folder, that the folder contains php_pdo_sqlsrv.dll and php_wincache.dll, and that php.ini file ends with
extension=php_pdo_sqlsrv.dll
extension=php_wincache.dll
3/ http://localhost does not point to c:\inetpub\wwwroot
[bookmark: _GoBack]Just copy the drupal folder located in c:\inetpub\wwwroot\ to the right folder and relaunch your browser to http://localhost/drupal!/install.php
